Prior to the meeting there was a presentation from Maureen Harrison (Central Lancs.PCT) who had been invited to discuss the Community Engagement and Development Strategy.

She outlined ways in which to promote the NHS Forum, and spoke about general issues such as GP's, the Ambulance service, and OAP transportation. The public were encouraged to ask questions and it was felt that the rural areas, and Banks in particular, were not well served. The Community Engagement (Central Lancs.PCT Newsletter) was distributed to those present with a request that the response forms be completed and returned.

Ms.Harrison seemed to place a lot of emphasis on possible plans for people of this area to use medical services in places such as Chorley, Skelmersdale, and Preston. Cllr.Powell pointed out to her that most people in this area would seem to be generally happy with our existing practices and the good services at Southport DGH. There seems to be an endless proliferation of new PCT's and Central Lancs.PCT appears to be an “empire-building” exercise. Improve the existing services by all means but do not expect people in this area to welcome any plans for them to have to use the remote places mentioned above.

Ms.Harrison was thanked for her attendance.
